Our self-contained studios 
have an en suite bathroom 
and a kitchen area equipped 
to make breakfast, light snacks 
and drinks.

Our own cook serves freshly 
cooked nutritious meals twice 
a day, seven days a week. We 
source local produce, and meals 
are included in your tenancy 
costs.

A friendly House Manager 
checks on tenants every day 
and ensures the smooth running 
of the Old School House. 

There is a 24-hour emergency 
call system, and trained support 
staff on duty from 7.30 am to 
7.00 pm every day.
